Temporary Protected Status for Haiti Information
You are eligible for TPS if you meet all of the following requirements:

Be a national of Haiti
Arrived into the United States on or before January 12, 2010

Have continuously resided in the U.S. ever since 
Have not been convicted of any felony or two or more misdemeanors in the United States
On the Date of your appointment please bring: 

1. Birth Certificate, Passport, or Baptismal Certificate
2. Two Color Passport Style Photos

3. Social Security card (if any)

4. Driver License (if any) 

5. I-94 (if any) 

6. Work permit (if any, even if expired)

7. If you have ever been arrested anywhere in the United States please bring your certified arrest records
8. Bring as many as you can of Continuous Physical Presence that you have been living in the US since January 12, 2010, examples: 
. Lease or rental agreement

. Bank statements

. Telephone, cable or electrical bills

. Medical receipts

. Taxes

.  Employment records, reflecting dates of employment

.  Affidavit from employer (must be notarized) 

.  Affidavit from your Church stating the dates of membership

. For Children: school records, medical records

Under 14 years of age= $50 
Under 14 years of age with a work permit= $390

14-65 years old = $470 (with work permit)

66+ years old= $130(with out work permit)
66+ years old who wants a work permit = $470

Fee Waiver

If applying for a fee waiver bring additional documentation stating that you don’t have the ability to pay:

-Receiving a federal/statement benefits that is determined by your level of income, or

-Copy of your Taxes

-Evidence of extraordinary expenses incurred when compared to income such as high medical bills 

-Fee waivers may also be given for humanitarian reasons such as disability, homelessness, or letters from accredited church leaders

-  You may bring a notarized affidavit from your church attesting to your inability to pay the application fees.
- If you are living in a family member’s home, please bring a notarized affidavit from them stating that you reside with them.
